The second session of the 39th Congress
terminated its useful and important labors

on Monday last. Although the session

throughout has been one looked upon by the

public with a watchful and expectant eye,

yet we know of no one of its acts which is

of more importance, or which is more: likely
to be handed down to iuture generations as

one of the noblest acts of their fathers, than

the prompt passage of the Military Recon-

struction Bill over the President’s veto ;
