Frightful Catastrophe on the Omaha Railway,
a Construction Train Going Through a

Bridge Near Bayfield, Wis.

Terrible Accident Near Bayfield, Wis.

Bayfield, Wis., Special Telegram, Oct. 2.

—A terrible railroad accident happened three

miles south of this village, at Pike’s creek,
this afternoon. The particulars furnished

the Bayfield Press by parties who were on
she ground are as follows: A construction

Crain with three flat cars loaded with piles,
and accompanied by twenty-two men.

ali told, left Washburn after dinner
to repair a washout one-half mile south of
this point. The train was running at about
fifteen miles an hour when it struck a wash-

out just north of the Pike creek bridge, and
the engine and tender plunged headlong into
it. All the hands were riding on the
tender and in the cab of the en-

gine at the time of the accident;
and as the engine made the fatal plunge one

of the rails ran up through the boiler and the

firebox, letting the steam and water escape
into the cab and tender, scalding the inmates
hi a frightful manner. The Masonic lodge
of this city was conducting a funeral a short

distance from the scene of the accident,
and immediately repaired to the spot.
The sight was sickening, indeed
Men with the flesh hanging in shreds from

faces, hands and bodies were lying on the

grass or among the ruins. One man was

found dead, his skull crushed and otherwise

mangled Another died after being taken

from the wreck. The work of gathering
up the wounded and hunting for
the missing was prosecuted with diligence.
A message was sent to Washburn for a spe-
cial train, which arrived shortly after. Dr.

Hannum, being with the rescue partv.
dressed the wounds of the sufferers as best

he could, and accompanied them to Wash-

bum.

The officials of the Omaha line in St. Paul re- I
ceived telegraphic advices late yesterday after- I
noon stating that the bridge over Pike creek was '
Unsafe for passage, and an order was immedi- I
ately sent out to have the damage repaired. Ac- ¦
cordingly Conductor J. McCoy aud Engineer J.
A. Babbington left Bayfield with a crew ot fit- I
teen men. The work train consisted of an en- ;
pine and three car- loaded with timber. It left j
Bayfield at 2 p. m„ and under orders from head- i
quarters, was moving at a slow rate of speed.
The bridge is Ideated three miles south of Bay-
field. Itwas while en route to the bridge that
the accident occurred. It happened ata point
one and a half miles from the Piue creek bridge.
At this point there was a bridge twenty feet
wide. Several trains had passed over it in safety
during the day, and no one was aware of its un-

safe condition. The earthwork on either side of
the bridge had been loosened by the rains ot the
night before, and the tressel work gave way as !
soon as the engine was fairly upon it. The I
cars themselves did not leave the track. The
men were allriding upon the tender and in the
cab of the engine, and went with the engine and
tender into the gully. McConnell (instead of I
Carlim l and Johnson, the men killed, were rid- !
ing upon the tank of the tender, and were ¦
crushed to death by the timber from the first
Car rolling up,>n them. Johnsen was killed out- j
right, and McConnell died shortly after being
taken from the wreck. Conductor McCov, who
lived at Elroy, died at 7:40 p. in., shortly after

arriving at Ashland. He is supposed to have
been scalded to death. Anderson and Johnson
were both section men, the others were train
men and laborers. No information of the acci-
dent was received at the Omaha offices until
nearly 6 o’clock. A special train was then or-

dered trona Bayfield, on board of which were

three physicians. After dressing the wounds of
the injured, they were all brought to M ashburn
by train and t hen transferred to Ashland.* They
are now receiving medical attendance at the hos-
pital at tnut point.

Disastrous Explosion.
Des Moines, Special Telegram, Oct 2.—A

terrible casualty, resulting in the death of
one man and the maiming and probably fa-

tallyinjuring of ten others, happened at the
Excelsior mine, five miles south of this city,
last night about lo o’clock. M’illiam Harri-

son and a dozen others, mostly Swedish

miners, were in the saloon of Michael Fox.

Harrison was smoking, aud noticing a can of

powder which he mistook for fruitor jelly,
he was about to help himself, when a coal

dropped from his pipe and ignited the pow-
der. The explosion which ensued
was terrific. Harrison was blown to

pieces. The saloon was demolished
and ten of the bystanders, mostly Swedish

miners, were badly injured, and some of

them fatally. The report of the explosion
was distinctly heard in this city. There is

great excitement among the miners. The

following is the approximate list of the killed

and injured:

An Eastern Cyclone.

A special dispatch from Wellsville, N. Y., :
says: “At6 o’clock last evening the little I
village of Shongo, lyingeight miles south of

¦Wellsville, on the Genesee river, was struck ?

by a cyclone, the most terrific ever known in ,
this section. Itcame over Che hill from the '
west sweeping everything before it. and ;
struck the town in the center. In two
minutes the work of destruction was com-

plete. The eastern half of the town was ut-

terly demolished. Two persons were killed

instantly, fifteen seriously injured, and fifty
Tendered homeless and destitute.

Buffalo Special, 29: The most terrific

cyclone ever r emembered in this part of the

country visited southwestern New York last
night between U and S o’clock. The tail of
the whirlwind touched this citv, and in the
park large trees were cut down and people
terribly frightened. The wind for two or

three hours blew at the rate of fifty miles au

hour, and lashed the lake into a foam. Ves-
sel owners are much alarmed, and willnot
be surprised to hear that wrecks have oc-
correa along the bleak Canadian coast. In

Allegany county and along the Pennsylvania
state line destruction was terrible, anil many
lives are reported lost. Details of the deso-
lation are not nearly all in yet from the
mountain districts, but enough is learned to
indicate that the danger is of a very serious
nature.

captain's giving bonds to appear when required.
It is now shown that the vessel in no way vio-
lated the laws, as after leaving one Canadian

port she called at an American port before again
entering a second Canadian port.

WHEAT GROWING IN STACK.

Shakopee, Minn., Special Telegram, Oct. 2.—
For the past week this part of the universe has
been continually drenched with heavy rains,
making the country roads well nigh impassable.
The farmers feel blue, and the feeling that a

large part of our bountiful wheat harvest must
succumb to tne inevitable ‘'rejected" is alarming.
The wheat stacks in the country are perfectly
green, and the constant rainy weather has pre-
vented many farmers from threshing, or from

taking down their stacks to rebuild them. Sev-
eral loads have been already refused by our buy-
ers, and their owners were forced to take them
home again. Ifthis irregular weather continues
the result will be serious. This morning the
heated atmosphere was almost oppressive, and
tears are entertained that a cyclone is hatching
out somewhere.

to Monday, Oct. 6. The officers of. the
United States bureau of navigation express
the opinion that the conference will either

adopt the meridian of Greenwich or come to

no agreement whatever, as neither Great
Britain nor the United States willconsent to
any other. One of the foreign delegates ex-

pressed the opinion to-night that the confer-

ence would not be able to come to any agree-
ment. The French delegates, he said, mani-
fested determination not to consent to the
recommendation of the meridian of Green-

wich, and the representatives of Great Brit-
ain and the United States would not, he

j thought, be satisfied with any meridian

? likelyto meet the views of France.
